Bibles Available To the True Church

(All dates in AD)

Ephesus – Up to 100 – Old Testament in Hebrew and some of the New Testament in Greek.  All New Testament books were written by the end of this age

Smyrna – 100 – 313 – Old Testament and the New Testament in Greek and Latin.  The Bible was also translated in some other tongues.

Pergamos – 313 – 600 – All 66 books of the Bible in Greek and Latin

Thyatira – 600 – 1500 AD – All 66 book in Greek, Latin and some English

Sardis – 1500 – 1750 – All 66 books in Greek, Latin, and English.  Common people used the English version King James of 1611.

Philadelphia – 1750 – 1952 – King James English Bible

Laodicea – 1952 – Rapture – Many versions of the Bible that contradict each other.  No biblical standard for the churches.
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
